Information and Instructions

Membership in the University Commons Association is required for the purchase and
occupancy of a unit at University Commons. To become a Member and qualify to be an
Owner of a unit in University Commons, a person must be (A) fifty-five (55) years of age
or older and a present or former faculty, staff or degreed alumni of the University of
Michigan or degreed alumni of another accredited four-year college or university, or (B)
a spouse or "companion", or a surviving spouse or surviving "companion" (as permitted
by law and approved by the Board of Directors) of a Qualified Owner as provided for
herein.

If both proposed occupants meet the eligibility requirements of a Qualified Owner, each
should complete an application (but only one membership fee is required).

Each unit in University Commons is limited in use to residential purposes and must be
occupied, if at all, by persons who are "Qualified Occupants." A "Qualified Occupant"
includes a person who meets at least one of the following criteria:

(1) is a Qualified Owner;

(i1) meets the requirements of a Qualified Owner without regard to ownership of a
unit;

(iii))  is the spouse, companion, or surviving spouse of a person having previously
been determined to be a Qualified Owner; or

(iv)  1is the surviving companion (as permitted by law and approved by the Board of
Directors) of a person having previously been determined to be a Qualified
Owner.

Each unit shall be occupied by no more than two (2) persons as a single-family residence,
unless otherwise approved by the Board of Directors.

Applicants who are not yet members of University Commons are required to complete
the application and pay the Five Hundred ($500) Dollars University Commons
membership fee at the time the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the unit(s) is executed.
The check for the University Commons membership should be made payable to the
University Commons Association and returned with the application to the University
Commons office at 817 Asa Gray Drive, Ann Arbor, MI 48105. The check will be
returned if the application is denied.
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Documentation in the form of supporting degrees and/or employment must be attached to
the application (copies of diplomas, letters of employment, etc.) University Commons
reserves the right to contact relevant sources to confirm the Applicant's qualifications.

Documentation of age will be supported by a copy of Applicant's driver's license or other
government issued identification.

The Applicant may be interviewed by the Board of Directors prior to action on the
application.
